- A document telling us a bit about yourself as an artist; who you are, what you do, etc. 
- 5 JPEG images of your most prized/meaningful works (feel free to outline why). 
- Any social media or website accounts 

Material that may be deemed hateful, pornographic, overly explicit in tone is not accepted. 
You may be asked to produce identification if we can’t reasonably verify your works.   
 

How submissions are selected: 

**Subscribers are given key priority: as many subscribers to the magazine are artists 
themselves, this is only fair.  

- The magazine unifies artists under a single monthly theme. Though, rather than 
coming up with a theme and then looking for artists to fit the given subject, it’s often 
the artists submissions that inspire the theme in the first place. So please let us know 
if your work has any key themes or elements – as it may well just spark an idea for 
an entire edition!
